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TEAM BUILDING EVENTS

0 ur resort offers unique choices for your group to enable team building:
Here is what our program offers:

... A trained staff to organize and execute the structured activities.
... Team cheer to start event
... Sound system to set the right tone.

Medals: cost 315.00+ each

Bandanas: cost $3.00+ (These are used to color code each team).

Program Cost: $600.00 set-up charge and $40.00 per person ++. (++=22 % service
charge & 6 % sales tax) This activity runs for 2 hours with the groups’ choice of 5
events and is ideal for groups of all sizes.

TEAM BUILDING GAME DESCRIPTIONS

CENTIPEDE SHUFFLE: Seven members of each team face off against each other
in this synchronized event. Participants stand together on a special board, which they
maneuver around a cone and back to the start line.

DRESS AND UNDRESS RELAY: Team members each dress in a tie, dress shirt and
hat, blow up a balloon, place it between their legs and run to the other side of the
course and back.

WATER BALLOON TOSS: Teams enter up to (20) participants who will pair off.
Each pair will be given a water balloon that they must toss back and forth without
popping the balloon. After each round the group will be moved back a few feet till we
have one winning pair.
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TEAM BUILDING GAME DESCRIPTIONS CONTINUED

SAND SCULPTING: Each team will be given 15-30 minutes (depending on the size
of the team) to build an all-natural sand sculpture. Creativity and an eye for detail
are 'musts’ in this event. Recreation Staff will vote on the winner. This event can only
be held outdoors.

GOLF BALL DASH: The team lines up single file at the start line. A golf ball and
tee are given to the first player. He/She places the ball on the tee and tries to weave
his way through the cones and back without dropping the ball from the tee. The first
team to complete the course wins.

OBSTACLE COURSE: This is a team relay event which is timed. A set number of
teams will line up next to each other on duplicate courses to race for the best time.
The obstacle course consists of running around a dummy referee, jumping a hurdle
(187 high), followed by two hula hoops that each person must pass through and
tossing a ball into the trash can from approximately 3 feet away. Once the person
completes all the events, they must run to the start line and blow up a balloon, pop it
and hand off to the next player. Any obstacle that is disturbed or missed a 5-second
penalty will be added.

BULL’S EYE: This event starts at a giant bull’s eye out on the beach. Each
participant will be given one chance to throw a Frisbee into the marked area to score
points for their team. The number of people throwing for each team will depend on the
over all group size. Point value is 25 for bull’s eye, 15 for the second ring, 10 for the
third ring and 1 point for anything outside the rings.

ORANGE SURF: The challenge-4 people from each team will race out into the
Gulf and try to grab as many oranges as they can before the other teams get all of
them. All the oranges are worth different amounts-highest total wins this activity.

MIND CHALLENGE: This event will test the skills of every team member! We
will place an item under a palm frond cap and each team will need to remember
the item and match them for points. This is much harder then it sounds!

ARCHERY: What could be more challenging then the real thing? We will set this
event up in a corner of the beach and take all safety precautions to ensure your
guests have a fun, yet safe game.
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WOODEN BOAT BUILDING REGATTA

hoy Matey! QOur trained recreation staff will organize and execute this highly
structured, yet extremely enjoyable event.

All teams will be given the necessary building supplies, with a roll of tape, in order
to construct their boats. Once the boats are finished, one person from each team
must sail his or her vessel around a buoy (one person from the team can either
push or pull the boat) and back to the beach to hand off to the next person. Each
group will need to send a total of five people out in their boat. First team to
complete this without sinking will be declared the winner. Life vests will be
provided.

In the event of rain, this event can be held indoors (if space is available) by adding
wheels to the boats.

FLORIDA SAND BOBSLED RACES

We will set up two courses so each team can compete against another team as well
as the clock. Included in the course will be a long straight a way and a loop back
to the start line. Each team will start by forming their own Country, designing a
flag and then move on to the building phase. All groups will need to draw as well
as design their own bobsled before being given all the needed supplies to begin
construction. Picture your group out in the sun on snowy white sand racing
around corners for the win.... what a great way to foster teambuilding!
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All this sounds easy but it will not work without the involvement of the whole team.
The first team to cross the finish line with the best time will be declared the
winners!

This event has a maximum of ten bobsleds due to space.
